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Co-sponsors on the Harkin amendment included Senator Durbin (IL), Senator Murray (WA), 
Senator Kennedy (MA), Senator Levin (MI), Senator Kohl (WI), Senator Dodd (CT), Senator 
Kerry (MA), and Senator Johnson (SD). 
 
There are no reported co-sponsors on the Obey amendment. 
 
If your members of Congress voted in favor of the Kennedy, Harkin, and Obey amendments, 
please send them thank you messages.  And, by all means, please send thank you messages to 
your members of Congress if they were co-sponsors on the Kennedy or Harkin amendments. 
 
Keep in mind that our advocacy initiatives are all about BUILDING RELATIONSHIPS!  So, 
thank you messages to your members of Congress are just as important – maybe more 
important – as messages asking members of Congress to support our programs.  Multiple 
contacts to your members of Congress are very necessary – especially when we can express 
our appreciation to them.
