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FY 2007 Federal Budget

As previously reported, the President’s proposed budget for 2006-07 once again zeroed out
Perkins programs. Since that time, the Senate has passed it’s version of the 2006-07 federal
budget ... and the Senate restored Perkins funding in the budget. The House, on the other hand,
has had major problems agreeing to a federal budget for 2006-07. Some House Republicans
want to honor the President’s budget proposal; other House Republicans do not agree with the
President’s budget recommendations. The House did not agree to a budget before Congress
recessed for a district work period from April 10-23, 2006. Congress is schedule to reconvene
on April 24, 2006. It remains to be seen when the House will complete a budget for 2006-07.

After the House does agree to a budget, then the House budget and the Senate budget will be
conferenced resulting in the final budget for 2006-07. Please keep in mind that the President’s
budget is only his proposal to Congress. Congress sets the budget for the United States. Further,
keep in mind, that the budget sets the caps on the appropriations committees. It is the
appropriations committees that determine the funding for each program (such as Perkins).

FY 2007 Appropriations

The appropriations committees have already begun their work on the FY 2007 appropriations
bills, even though the federal budget is not yet agreed to. We will keep you posted as the
appropriations process continues throughout the summer and fall.
